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INSTRUCTIONS

Step-by-Step Instructions for installing the Heat Shield Liner:

1. Test run
Practice attaching your Speedbase 2 Heat Shield Liner at home to ensure you understand the process.

2. Unpack the Heat Shield Liner

When taking your Heat Shield Liner out of its carry bag for the first time, take a moment to see how it is packed
or take a photo on your phone. This will help you when it comes to packing your Heat Shield Liner away. Open the
Heat Shield Liner carry bag and remove components.

3. Locate the central buckle
Find the central buckle on the Heat Shield Liner. It will be located at the center of the liner.

4. Attach the central buckle
Take the central buckle on the Heat Shield Liner and attach it to the matching buckle located at the center of the
inner roof of the shelter.

5. Check the toggles
Ensure that the toggles sewn into each seam of the liner are facing upwards, toward the shelter’s roof. This
positioning is important for proper installation.

6. Thread the toggles
Starting from the top of the liner, work your way down each seam. Thread the toggles through the corresponding
eyelets located on each air pole connection sleeve.

7. Ensure even liner placement
Double-check that the liner is not twisted. It should sit evenly under the roof of the shelter, without any folds or
misalignments.

Once these steps are completed, your shelter and Heat Shield Liner will be properly installed and ready for use.

Removing the Heat Shield Liner:

1. Removal
It is important to remove the Heat Shield Liner before deflating your shelter. This will help prevent condensation
from being trapped between the two layers. It will also help when pitching your shelter next time.

2. Packing away

When rolling your Heat Shield Liner away, lay the carry bag down beside the liner and fold the Heat Shield Liner to
3/4 the length of the bag. It is a good idea to fold the Heat Shield Liner so that the toggles stay inside the fold. This

will ensure they do not catch and tear the fabric when opening. Roll liner and secure with supplied webbing strap

then pack into the carry bag.

To prevent mildew, ensure that your Heat Shield Liner is dry when packing away. If you must pack your Heat Shield
Liner up wet, hang out and air as soon as possible. Mildew can develop within a few days.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

1. Never pack your Heat Shield Liner away wet. If you must take your Heat Shield Liner down when wet, ensure
that it is dried completely as soon as possible to prevent mildew forming.

2. If mildew does form on your Heat Shield Liner, wash off with warm water and a soft brush to prevent further
growth. Do not use soap or detergents.

3. This Heat Shield Liner is not designed to withstand storm conditions. During a severe storm, it is
recommended that the Heat Shield Liner be taken down.

4. Do not leave your shelter pitched unnecessarily for extended periods of time. UV light damages the fabric and
will shorten the life of your shelter.

2 Year Limited Warranty

Please take time to read about the protection we offer you.

All our products come with a guarantee designed to protect you as our valued customer. Zempire® Camping Equipment will
repair or replace this product, at their discretion, should it fail due to faulty materials or manufacture for a period of 2 years
from the date of purchase.
